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1 Introduction:
The path of discipleship is not simply a one-
time decision but an unyielding commitment
to walking as Jesus did, with every thought,
feeling, word, and action echoing His pro-
found love and mercy. The heart of this
journey is not about achieving perfection but
persistently striving, repenting, and turning
to God, especially in our moments of weak-
ness. ”If anyone desires to come after Me,
let him deny himself, and take up his cross
daily, and follow Me.”

True discipleship extends beyond our per-
sonal relationship with God; it permeates
our interactions with family, friends, and the
wider community. Understanding the divine
in others inspires us to humbly use our gifts
to serve them, embodying Christ’s teachings
and love in every interaction. ”As each has
received a gift, use it to serve one another,
as good stewards of God’s varied grace.” (1
Peter 4:10)

5 Embracing Forgiveness,
Love, and Acceptance:

Forgiveness, love, and acceptance form the
bedrock of our Christian journey. Jesus
taught us to ”forgive seventy times seven”
(Matthew 18:22), illustrating the boundless
nature of divine mercy. This forgiveness is
not limited to the actions of others but ex-
tends to our own thoughts, feelings, and mis-
steps. It is through understanding and com-
passion that we can embrace every part of
ourselves and others, even when faced with
imperfections and mistakes.
